LAB AQUIRES NEW STRATUS CS ANALYZER 

In keeping with effort to improve the laboratory effi-
ciency and cut costs, we have recently acquired a 
Stratus CS analyzer for cardiac markers.  Troponin 
and B-NP’s are an important, expensive, and fre-
quently ordered test used monitor cardiac function.  
The new instrument will allow us to do them in a 
quicker and less costly format.  The technology in-
volves Fluorometric analyzing which is state of the 
art and more sensitive than our present method.  
With this addition, our lab continues to strive to of-
fer our patients the best care available.
